D11 Budget Cut Result of Federal Cuts 
     D11 cuts their budget affecting federal funding in 
schools. This cut was a result of the Federal Funding 
Freeze, which refers to President Trump's 2025 
directive to temporarily pause all Federal financial 
assistance,  and Statewide budget constraints.   
     Colorado lawmakers finished the state's budget for 
2025-2026 with $16 million less for K-12 education 
than planned because of a $1.2 billion state spending 
shortfall, according to KOAA news.  
     This budget cut affects programs for low income 
families, ESL learning, professional development for 
educators, as well as cutting scholarship opportunities 
for low income families.
